ASKING GOD FOR HEALING FOR THE WEAK AND THE SICK

INTRODUCTION

Kim had a load on her mind. The death of her mother weighed heavily on her. “To
die suddenly like that.” she asked herself. It was a shock to the entire church, and
many of her friends were there to comfort and support her. The church did wonders
preparing for the funeral and for the meal afterward. God choose to have this
happen, and she was making her peace with it. She went to church, the day after the
tuneral, looking for strength.

Let him call for the elders of the
church; and let them pray over him, anointing him with oil in the name of the Lord:

BIBLE LESSON

Even though all will go the way of Adam (unless Yahshua comes first) we have a right
to ask God to heal us when we get weak or sick. We have a right to pray for one
another. Yahweh’s purpose will be done, but we are required to ask.

Pray for yourself, or call of the elders. God has the relief you need. James 5:13-20

Sometimes, God says, “No.” 2 Corinthians 12:9-10, 2 Samuel 12:14-23
